The Mannington Meadows Important Bird Area is formed by the Salem River on its northern and western boundaries and encompasses stretches of Fenwick, Mannington, and Keasbey’s Creeks.  The area is habitat for the state-endangered bald eagle, pied-billed grebe, least bittern, king rail, and many other species.
